Dear Parents/Guardians: 

The Monroe County Health Department is working with your child’s school to give the Tetanus, Diptheria, and Pertussis (Tdap) vaccine to children at school.  This vaccine will protect your child against Pertussis or “whooping cough.” We will hold a vaccination clinic at Waterloo High School on Thursday, February 23rd, 2012, and at Waterloo Junior High School on Friday, February 24th, 2012, during school hours. If your child is not able to be vaccinated in-school on February 23rd or 24th you will need to make an appointment to get your child vaccinated at Monroe County Health Department or at your child’s doctor’s office.
Included in this packet is information about the Tdap INJECTION, along with consent forms that need to be completed before your child will be vaccinated.  The consent forms need to be turned into your child’s teacher before FEBRUARY 3, 2012. There will be a $10 fee for this vaccination unless your child is a recipient of All Kids or Medicaid. If your child is not covered by All Kids/Medicaid, please send cash or check made payable to Monroe County Health Department in the amount of $10. Please send payment in a sealed envelope for each child. If you have multiple children, please send separate payment for each child. EACH CHILD SHOULD HAVE HIS/HER OWN ENVELOPE WITH PAYMENT IN THE ENVELOPE. If your child is an All Kids or Medicaid recipient, please send a COPY of your medical card in a sealed envelope. If you have multiple children that are All Kids/Medicaid recipients, please send a separate copy of the medical card in a sealed envelope for EACH CHILD. If you do not receive All Kids or Medicaid and are unable to pay the $10 fee, please contact Monroe County Health Department to have pre-approval for vaccination administration. 
Consent forms and Tdap information may also be found on the Monroe County Health Department's website, www.monroecountyhealth.org. ALL CONSENT FORMS MUST BE BROUGHT TO SCHOOL BEFORE YOUR CHILD WILL BE VACCINATED.
